Welcome to this course in Finnish for beginners!

You might have heard that Finnish is a difficult language.

Well, it surely is different than many other languages that you may know.

The words are often long, and pronunciation might feel hard at first.

This is normal, as you are using new muscles!

Keep practicing, and you will see that the more you learn, the more fun it will feel.
Let's get started!

1. Courtesies

Being able to introduce yourself is essential in many situations. Practice this whenever you
get the possibility!

LH: Please note that the Finnish language uses endings instead of prepositions. The ending -
sta/std means from. The ending -ksi indicates a transformation (you study to become, to turn
into something).

The ending a/a that is added to the languages you speak indicates an indefinite, innumerable
amount. We cannot measure our speaking, which is why the languages are in the partitive
case with the ending a/a.

Moil! Hei! Terve! - they all mean Hello! and are all informal greetings used when meeting
someone.

Moikka! Heippa! are the informal greetings used when leaving.

Nékemiin! Is the formal way to say goodbye.

N&ahdaan! means See you.

Nahdaan huomenna! means See you tomorrow.

Some greetings are specific to the time of the day.

Good morning. Both the longer form Hyvaa huomenta and the short Huomenta is used, both
in formal and in informal contexts.

Hyvaa paivaal

Paivaal

Good afternoon, or literally ‘good day’, is Hyvada paivaa or Paivaa in Finnish. These
expressions are formal and not often used between friends and family.

Hyvaé iltaal
lIitaa!
Good evening in Finnish is Hyvaa iltaa or just lltaa. These greetings are formal.

Hyvaa yotal Nuku hyvinl

Oital

Good night is Hyvaa yota in Finnish. Sometimes you say just Qitd. Nuku hyvin means Sleep
well.

Hyvaa yota is used also in informal contexts, for example in families when going to bed.

1.3 Asking how somebody is doing



Kysy kuulumisia
Mita kuuluu? means How are you?

The answer is: Kiitos hyvda or Hyvaa, kiitos (I'm fine, thanks).

You might also want to say Enta itsellesi? Which is a way of returning the question. It literally
means What about yourself?

1.4 Other important expressions

Anteeksi! means I'm sorry.

The answer is Ei se mitaan! (no worries).

Ole hyval means Here you are.

The answer is Kiitos! (thank you).

Tervetuloa! means Welcome.

The answer is Kiitos! (thank you).

Saisinko? means could | please.

An example would be Saisinko kysya? meaning Could | please ask something or Saisinko
apua? meaning Could | please have some help.

Now, if this feels difficult, please go back and practice O-10 again, as this is the basis of
everything.

When you start feeling confident, let's move on. We now come to 20-100. Again, the words
seem long, but don’t worry. The first part is familiar, and the second part is -kymmenta.
Learn Finnish! Lesson 5: Numbers 21-100 - Numerot 21-100 (youtube.com)

30 = kolmekymmenta

40 = neljakymmenta

50 = viisikymmenta

60 = kuusikymmenta

70 = seitsemankymmenta
80 = kahdeksankymmenta
90 = yhdeksankymmenta

100 = sata

Once you know this, counting from 0-100 is easy (although the words are long).
For example, to make 25, you just take 20 and add 5 directly to the word:
Kaksikymmenta (20) + viisi (5) = kaksikymmentaviisi (25)

3.Telling time

Mita kello on? What time is it?
First, let's watch a short video: Learn Finnish! Lesson 12: The clock - Kellonajat (youtube.com)

Once you know the numbers, telling the time is not difficult. Especially even hours are very
easy:

Kello on yksitoista = it's eleven o’clock.

In order to tell time, you need the numbers and a few words. These are:
Puoli = half

Yli = past

Vaille = to

Vartti = quarter

Please note that in Finnish (as in Swedish), we express half-hours differently than in English.
This might be a bit tricky before you get used to it!

Kello on vartin yli seitseman (it's a quarter past seven)
Kello on viisitoista minuuttia yli seitsemén (it's fifteen minutes past seven)

Kello on varttia vaille viisi (it's a quarter to five)
Kello on viisitoista (minuuttia) vaille viisi (it's fifteen minutes to five).

In Finland, time is often expressed digitally, especially in more formal context, and the 24 h-
clock is used. Am and pm is NOT in use.

5:00 means five o'clock am (and it's pronounced viisi nolla nolla)

17:00 means five o'clock pm (and is pronounced seitsemantoista nolla nolla)

Telling time digitally is easy, once you know the numbers. You just say the numbers:

10:35 = kymmenen kolmekymmentéviisi

14:55 = neljatoista viisikymmentaviisi

4.1 The days of the week

VIIKONPAIVAT — The days of the week

maanantai (ma) = Monday

tiistai (ti) = Tuesday
keskiviikko (ke) = Wednesday
torstai (to) = Thursday
perjantai (pe) = Friday
lauantai (la) = Saturday
sunnuntai (su) = Sunday

The abbreviations (the first two letters of each day of the week) are often used on
signs, for example on the door of a shop, showing opening hours.

Arkipaivat (ma — pe) = the weekdays (workdays)

Viikonloppu (la ja su) = weekend
Hauskaa viikonloppua! = Have a nice weekend!

Milloin? (When?)

maanantaina = on Monday
tiistaina = on Tuesday
keskiviikkona = on Wednesday
And so on

Please note that in Finnish an ending (-na in this case) is used instead of a preposition
(on in this case).

The word kuu, that appears in all the months in Finnish, means moon.

Mika kuukausi? (What month?)

1. tammikuu = January
2. helmikuu = February
3. maaliskuu = March

4. huhtikuu = April

5. toukokuu = May

6. kesdkuu = June

7. heindkuu = July

8. elokuu = August

9. syyskuu = September
10. lokakuu = October
11. marraskuu = November
12. joulukuu = December

tammikuussa = in January
helmikuussa = in February
maaliskuussa = in March

and so on.

Again, please note that there is an ending (-ssa) instead of the preposition (in).

4.3 The seasons




VUODENAIJAT (the seasons)
In Finland, we have four seasons:

Talvi = winter

Keviat = spring

Kesa = summer

Syksy = autumn

The ending used to say in the winter is -lla:
Milloin? (when?) — talvella, kevailla, kesalld, syksylla

Examples:
Talven jalkeen on kevit
= After the winter there is spring

Ennen talvea on syksy
= Before the winter there is autumn
