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What Are Collections?

You can create collections in the Library of Open
Educational resources by assembling different
educational resources found in the service. Collections
are views that bring multiple educational resources into
one view enabling you to for example create a private
collection of educational resources you are interested in
or assemble all the educational resources of a given
project or a course on one page you can then share.

You can make collections when logged in and you can
have several different collections. Collections are by
default private and you can publish them, to make them
visible to all. You can add any educational resource
published in aoe.fi to your collection regardless of who
has published it.

After you
have logged in, you can see an Add to collection -
button on the right upper corner of every educational
resource. You can add as many learning resources to
your collection as you want.

Learn the basics in uploading open educational resources (OER), in reviewing them and organizing interesting educational
resources to meaningful lists and views in the Library of Open Educational Resources. With this guide you will find answers to
questions such as what is metadata and why to do it, how to highlight OER made by others and how to collect them for your own
uses. This OER is meant for the users of the Library of Open Educational Resources, but it is also suited for organizations to
encourage and support the use of the library. By using the embed link or downloading the OER, you can embed it to for example
your organizations web page. This OER consist of a video that shows the uploading process and of documentation that describes
step-by-step with pictures and text how to use the tools for uploading, editing, reviewing and collecting OER.
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Creating a Collection

Add to collection -button opens up a pop-up window, that
allows you to create a collection and/or to add the
educational resource to the collection you want. To create
a collection, write a name for it (you can change this later)
and click save.

If you want to add the educational resource to a collection
you have created, choose the collection you want (you can
see a blue check mark on the chosen collection/s) and
click Add. If you want to remove the educational resource
from your collection, click the collection in this view so
that the check box is empty and the educational resource
will no longer be in your collection.

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Publishing a Collection

For others to use your collection, you need to publish it.
Published collections are openly available to anyone. By
clicking edit on a collection, you can add headlines and
descriptive text on the collection and organise the
educational resources and headlines in the order you wish
them to be on your collection. You can also do this before
publishing as you can also choose to only save the changes
you've made to the collection without publishing it.

For you to be able to publish your collection, you need to add
a bit of metadata on the collection. Adding metadata to a
collection works similarly as to adding metadata to an
educational resource. You can find more information on it in
the How to save your learning resources -guide.
