Analysis: What’s Probable?
· Focuses on assessing likely outcomes.
· Analyzes data, trends, and patterns.
· Considers the interests and actions of key actors in shaping the future.
Participation: What’s Preferable?
· Centers on values and desired outcomes.
· Encourages collaboration and cooperation.
· Aims for a future that aligns with our collective aspirations.
